Because of the current trend towards Community Based Policing, 
the central ground floor area, formerly the locker rooms, had been 
restructured for the new Community - Police multi purpose room. 
The male and female locker areas were relocated to the basement 
area. This project was tendered below budget and completed within 
a tight time frame. Through thoughtful planning, there was minimal 
police operational disruptions. 

Prior to this renovation work and as project architect and senior 
associate while with Rebanks Architects Inc., Nelson Wong 
designed this police station.
